Bio security 
Bio Security is a set of practices to reduce the risk of disease transmission among horses. Its important to maintain these practices at ALL TIMES, not just when there’s a disease outbreak.

All horses attending events must be vaccinated against Equine Influenza. Must have two primary injections (21–60 days apart) and be six days clear of the second vaccination to compete. 
Passports must be presented to the secretary upon arrival, together with hat and body protector.
DO NOT visit the event if your yard has a confirmed case of strangles/Equine Flu or your horse is unwell.

Bring your own water.  
NO tying of horses to vehicles when waiting around or tacking up.   As ALWAYS: do not touch or stroke other horses, only your own. Avoid direct interaction with other horses. Do not allow muzzle to muzzle contact with other horses even if they are known to each other. TAKE RESPONSIBILITY FOR YOUR OWN BIOSECURITY.
If any horse is at event and  displays any signs of being unwell i.e snotty nose, coughing, ringworm you will be asked to leave the event immediately.

 If you’re a member of British Riding Clubs, details of their vaccination requirements are included in their BRC Handbook.
· Other vaccinations are available for strangles and equine herpes virus (EHV)to help prevent both respiratory disease and abortion caused by EHV-1 and/or EHV-4. The EHV vaccine is especially recommended for horses under five years old as they’re particularly susceptible to respiratory disease. 

· Make sure your equipment and transport, including the tyres, were cleaned and disinfected after your last trip out. 

·  Where horses from different yards share transport, monitor the horses’ temperatures once back at the yard or during a longer time away from the yard. 

· A horse’s normal temperature should be 37.5-38.5°C, though each horse will have their own individual normal within this range

· Wash your hands after touching other horses

· Avoid grazing your horse at the venue or use an area away from other horses

· Make the event organiser aware if your horse becomes unwell.
