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Some information when sorting out training venues, instructors.

· Choose the venue.

· Look at accessibility

· Look at the facilities, see if they are up to BRC standards

· Do a Risk Assessment, this should include, what kind of training it will be used for.  In the RA ensure that safety of instructor and riders.

· Are any moving vehicles in the immediate area.

· Telephone numbers – Vet, Hospital, owner of establishment.

· Instructor to be fully insured – documents seen to prove this.

· Person in overall charge of the training and set up to remain on premises all the time.

· List of attenders and contact numbers in case of emergency.

· Show Jumping lessons – person apart from instructor to be on the ground.

· If any incident happens, immediately after dealing with this, write down in order what has happened and how it was dealt with.  Form at end to fill in.
· If the person or horse has to be treated, where the treatment is to be done, and the owner of the horse to be noted.

· Where the horse can be stabled, boxed, if rider is injured and not capable of taking care of the horse.
