Body Protectors

A body protector is obligatory in all cross-country competitions and is strongly recommended in show jumping competitions. A BETA Level 3 displaying Blue 2018 label must be worn. Body protectors should be fitted and worn as per the manufacturer’s instructions. The up to date BETA list of body protectors can be obtained from www.beta-uk.org.

Riders wearing Exo Body Cage with a 2000 purple label will be permitted. The competitor must inform the secretary at all events.

Medical armbands

Medical armbands, if worn, must be worn on the arm and not on the leg.  They should be filled in with the relevant competitor’s details. 
Flu Vaccinations & Microchips
Your horse must have up to date influenza vaccinations in line with rule G7 in the current BRC Handbook.Please take time to check your eligibility as the rules changed in 2024.

Passports must be presented to the secretary for checking at each competition prior to competing.
